MATCH CHECK‐IN: Players MUST register with the Control desk at least 15 minutes BEFORE their group is scheduled to start playing. This means 
aŌer you check‐in, you go directly to your table(s) to be prepared for your group to start ‐ you must be READY TO PLAY 10 Minutes before the 
scheduled match Ɵme ‐ even if you are not the first match to play in the group play order, you MUST be there, and you MUST WAIT at your 
table(s). Players who disregard this direcƟon, and disappear‐off, or who are unable to comply, will potenƟally default their matches. The only 
excepƟon is documented conflict resoluƟon issues that go through our Conflict ResoluƟon StaƟon (CRS), in advance. It is the players’ responsibil‐
ity to think, look, and act on any potenƟal conflicts BEFORE they occur – by going to the CRS with ample Ɵme, in advance. 
Tournament OperaƟons relies heavily upon you complying with this in order for matches to be scheduled on Ɵme, played on Ɵme, and concluded 
on Ɵme.  Likewise, if a match starts and one of the group players does not show up on Ɵme, the remaining players in the group shall proceed 
with the remaining matches in the established play order, and the match that the absent player missed will be recorded as a default as to that 
match, only (not the enƟre event) – no excepƟons.   As a reminder, your shirt must have either your name printed on the back and/or the Player 
Number pinned to your shirt ‐ so you can be idenƟfied throughout the playing hall and group. 



USATT TOURNAMENT COACHING POLICY and  

ADULT PARTICIPANT SAFESPORT TRAINING POLICY 

USATT TOURNAMENT COACHING POLICY 

An adult (a person over the age of 18) must be fully Safe Sport Compliant to coach and/or provide tournament in‐match playing 

advice from the coach’s corner to a Minor Athlete (person under the age of 18).  

A parent and/or legal guardian is permiƩed to coach his or her own child without being Safe Sport Compliant. 

An adult is permiƩed to coach and/or provide tournament in‐match playing advice from the coach’s corner to another Adult Par‐

Ɵcipant without being Safe Sport Compliant. 

A minor is permiƩed to coach and/or provide tournament in‐match playing advice from the coach’s corner to another Minor Ath‐

lete without being Safe Sport Compliant. A minor is NOT PERMITTED to coach an Adult ParƟcipant (who is not the minor’s parent 

or legal guardian), unless the Adult ParƟcipant has completed training offered by the US Center for SafeSport.

2024 US NATIONALS ‐ MANDATORY COACHING CREDENTIAL / COACHING STICKER 

All persons serving as a coach and/or providing tournament in‐match playing advice from the coach’s corner to another parƟci‐

pant are required to properly display a Licensed Coach CredenƟal or a Coaching SƟcker properly display on a credenƟal indicaƟng 

that such person has been approved by the Tournament Director to serve in this capacity. 

USATT Licensed Coaches will receive, free of charge, a credenƟal which authorizes the Licensed Coach to coach and/or provide in‐

match playing advice from the coach’s corner to all parƟcipants, including Minor Athletes, at the 2024 US NaƟonals. 

Persons who are fully Safe Sport Compliant (but are not a USATT Licensed Coach), can receive, upon request, a Coaching SƟcker  

authorizing them to coach and/or provide in‐match playing advice from the coach’s corner to all parƟcipants, including Minor 

Athletes, at the 2024 US NaƟonals. 

Parents/Legal Guardians seeking to coach and/or provide in‐match playing advice to their own child can receive, upon request, a 

Coaching SƟcker authorizing them to sit in the coach’s corner for their child’s matches. 

Adults who are not Safe Sport Compliant but are seeking to provide in‐match playing advice from the coach’s corner to Adult 

ParƟcipants can receive, upon request, a Coaching SƟcker authorizing them to sit in the coach’s corner for such matches. 

Minors seeking to coach and/or provide in‐match playing advice from the coach’s corner to Minor Athletes can receive, upon 

request, a Coaching SƟcker authorizing them to sit in the coach’s corner for such matches. 

ENTRY INTO THE PLAYING HALL FOR THE 2024 US NATIONALS 

There is no cost to obtain a Coaching SƟcker, however all persons, except for credenƟaled Players and USATT Licensed Coaches, 

must purchase a Day Pass or a Full Tournament Pass to gain entry into the playing hall. 

I understand USATT’s Safe Sport Policy including the organizaƟon’s Coaching Policy, which requires that all persons who 

are engaged in coaching acƟviƟes at USATT Affiliated Member Clubs and/or USATT SancƟoned Tournaments, except par‐

ents or legal guardians coaching their own children, must be fully Safe Sport Compliant, which includes compleƟng SafeSport 

Training offered by the US Center for SafeSport every year and undergoing a criminal background screen every two years. 

I understand that, pursuant to USATT’s Minor Athlete Abuse PrevenƟon Policy [“MAAPP”], all parƟcipants at USATT Sanc‐

Ɵoned Tournaments who are over the age of 18 and have regular contact with or authority over minor athletes must com‐

plete annual SafeSport Training offered by the US Center for SafeSport. 

For the purposes of  USATT’s MAAP Policy, “regular contact with” is defined as: “ongoing interacƟons during a 12‐month period wherein an 

Adult ParƟcipant is in a role of direct and acƟve engagement with any Minor Athlete(s)”; and “authority over” is defined as: “when one per‐

son’s posiƟon over another person is such that, based on the totality of the circumstances, they have the power or right to direct, control, give 

orders to, or make decisions for that person. “

IN CONSIDERATION of being permiƩed to parƟcipate in any way in USA Table Tennis sancƟoned events, I and/or minor child, our personal representaƟves, assigns, 

heirs, and next of kin:  
 

ACKNOWLEDGE, agree, and represent that I and/or minor‐aged child understand and assume the nature and risks of Table Tennis AcƟviƟes, including but not 

limited to risks involved in the sport itself together with all risks, known and unknown, associated with gatherings of people (“AcƟviƟes”), including the exposure to 

COVID‐19, coronavirus, or other infecƟous organisms or diseases;  and that I and/or minor child are qualified, in good health, and in proper physical condiƟon to 

parƟcipate in such AcƟviƟes. I further agree that if at any Ɵme I believe condiƟons or equipment to be unsafe, I and/ or minor child will immediately disconƟnue 

further parƟcipaƟon in the AcƟviƟes.  
 

FULLY UNDERSTAND that (a) TABLE TENNIS ACTIVITIES INVOLVE RISKS AND DANGERS OF SERIOUS BODILY INJURY, INCLUDING PERMANENT DISABILITY, PARALYSIS, 

DISMEMBERMENT, AND DEATH ("RISKS"); (b) these Risks and dangers may be caused by me and/or minor child's own acƟons, or inacƟon, or the acƟons or inac‐

Ɵon of others parƟcipaƟng in the AcƟviƟes, the condiƟon in which the AcƟviƟes takes place, or THE NEGLIGENCE OF THE "RELEASEES" NAMED BELOW; (c) there

May 31, 2024. Final Entry Deadline: June 15, 2024. THIS DEADLINE WILL NOT BE EXTENDED. 

Eligibility: All Players must be a “Pro” or “LifeƟme” USATT Member or have paid the Tourna‐

ment Pass Fee ($50) for the 2024 US NaƟonals. USATT Memberships must be valid through July 

7, 2024.  

All Players in Championship Events must be US CiƟzens. Proof of CiƟzenship must be present‐

ed with RegistraƟon. Players in Non‐Championship Events (RaƟngs Events and Classic Events) 

must be a Resident of the US. Proof of Residency is required at the Ɵme of RegistraƟon. 

Rules: The 2024 US NaƟonal Table Tennis Championship matches will be conducted under the 

ITTF Laws of Table Tennis. Rules of match play are determined by the Referee. All maƩers, 

issues, guidelines, and ancillary decisions beyond match play related to sponsors and tourna‐

ment venue decoraƟon will be determined by the Tournament Director in accordance with 

USATT Policies and Procedures, including the USATT Member Code of Conduct. An Event with 

fewer than 4 parƟcipants may be cancelled in the discreƟon of the Tournament Director. 

Prize Money: Please note that only medals and no prize money will be awarded in singles 

events with less than 3 parƟcipants, as well as in doubles events that have less than 3 pairs.  

Equipment: Tables and Nets: BuƩerfly. Balls: NiƩaku Premium 40+ (White). Floor: For the 2024 

US NaƟonals, USATT expects that all courts will have maƩed flooring. However, it is possible 

that some courts may be established on concrete flooring (although this is not expected).  

Clothing: The USATT Dress Code will be enforced. No white clothing will be allowed. Players 

must wear their respecƟve assigned player number or have their name printed on the back of 

their shirt when compeƟng. Names must be large and visible to spectators. It is recommended 

that each player come to the table with 2 disƟncƟvely different colored shirts.  

Entries ‐ Event StarƟng Times: ParƟcipants in the 2024 US NaƟonals may not enter two events 

that are scheduled to start at the same Ɵme.  

RATING EVENTS: Eligibility for raƟngs events will be determined by a player’s USATT raƟng as 

of April 25, 2024 (“RaƟngs Cut‐Off Date”). USATT RaƟngs as of June 15, 2024, will be used for 

seeding in rated events (“Seeding Cut‐Off Date”). RaƟngs events will have Round Robin Groups 

of 3‐4 players dependent upon actual number of registraƟons in each event as determined by 

the organizing commiƩee and Tournament Director. One winner per Round Robin Group will 

advance to a second round Single EliminaƟon stage. SOME events will be single eliminaƟon 

from the start. This is due to  available number of tables and set‐up space available for the 

Tournament. Players may enter a maximum of 6 raƟng events based on their raƟng as of the 

RaƟngs Cut‐Off Date (April 25, 2024). Events chosen must be within any 6‐sequenƟal order that 

are above his/her raƟng used for the 2024 US NaƟonals. For example, if an adult player’s raƟng 

is 1146, he/she may parƟcipate in any or all of the following: Adult U1300, Adult U1400, Adult 

U1500, Adult U1600, and Adult U1800. However, he/she may NOT parƟcipate in the Adult 

U1300, Adult U1400, Adult U1500, Adult U1600,  and the Adult 1900 since this covers a range of 

more than 6 raƟng events. Players that are over the raƟng limit of an event on the RaƟngs Cut‐

Off Date (April 25, 2024) will automaƟcally be entered in the next higher raƟng event. If two 

raƟngs events with the same start Ɵme are entered, the Tournament CommiƩee will choose on 

behalf of the player which event is to be played.  

RATING DOUBLES EVENTS: Players MUST be rated under 2500 to parƟcipate in the U4000 

Doubles and under 2000 to parƟcipate in U3100 Doubles. 

RaƟng Adult and Junior Events: Players entering the Junior RaƟngs events must be under 19 as 

of December 31, 2023 (Born on or aŌer January 1, 2005). Players entering the Adult RaƟngs 

Events must be 19 or older as of December 31, 2023 (Born on or before December 31, 2004.) 

Doubles Partners: Players MUST enter with a designated partner in all doubles events. USA 

Table Tennis will NOT arrange for a doubles partner. USATT cannot be responsible for the non‐

parƟcipaƟon of your selected Doubles Partner. It is the responsibility of the players to contact 

his/her doubles partner about parƟcipaƟng in the event. Players without a raƟng at the Qualifi‐

caƟon Deadline cannot enter raƟng doubles events.  

Para Doubles: For the Para Doubles Seated (8) (Event 112), the combined Class for the two 

players cannot exceed 8. For the Para Doubles Standing (18) (Event 113), the combined Class for 

the two players cannot exceed 18.

Matches: All matches at the 2024 US NaƟonal Table Tennis Championships will uƟlize 11‐point 

Best‐of‐Five Game Rules with the excepƟon of Hardbat and Sandpaper events (see Hardbat and 

Sandpaper info). Men’s Singles and Women’s Singles Open Championship events will be 11‐

Point Best‐of‐Five Games unƟl the Quarterfinals Stage, when the event will implement an 11‐

Point Best‐of‐Seven Games. Unless otherwise designated, all events will follow an 11‐Point Best‐

of‐Five system.  

Event Scheduling: Events are not guaranteed to be completed on the same day that they begin. 

No refunds will be given for early departure. All events will be completed by the early evening 

hours of July 7, 2024. Any event may be cancelled if the event contains less than four players 

or pairs, as appropriate. (For Event Fee ParƟcipants, the cost of an event cancelled for lack of 

appropriate numbers of parƟcipants will be refunded.)

An Athlete who defaults in any event at the 2024 US NaƟonals is considered to have defaulted 

from that event completely, fully and finally. A default in an event may also, potenƟally be 

determined to be a full and final withdrawal from the remainder of the Tournament as deter‐

mined by the Tournament Referee (TR) or his/her designee (example: Deputy Referee). The TR 

will base that decision upon the nature and circumstances of the default as they pertain to 

match play and the rules of the sport. A default in an event related to match play or the rules of 

the sport as determined by the Tournament Referee shall stand without provision for appeal.  

Any other issue unrelated to match play or the rules of the sport that might necessitate a de‐

fault from the tournament will be determined at the sole discreƟon of the Tournament Director 

(TD) or his/her designee (example: Deputy Tournament Director).  

AutomaƟc Seeding in the Main Draw of Certain Events:  The top eight players entered in the 

Men’s Singles, Women’s Singles, Men’s U‐21 Singles, Women’s U‐21 Singles, and the U‐2600 

RaƟngs Event will be automaƟcally seeded in the Main Draw of those events (i.e., those players 

will not parƟcipate in the Group Stage). Seeding in all events at the 2024 US NaƟonals will be 

based on: (i) ITTF World Ranking (up to and including Number 100) on July 2, 2024 (Week 27); 

then (ii) the USATT RaƟng List generated on July 1, 2024.

MATCH CHECK‐IN: Players MUST register with the Control desk at least 15 minutes 

BEFORE their group is scheduled to start playing. This means aŌer you check‐in, you 

go directly to your table(s) to be prepared for your group to start  ‐ you must be 

READY TO PLAY 10  minutes before the scheduled match Ɵme ‐ even if you are not 

the first match to play in the group play order, you MUST be there, and you MUST 

WAIT at your table(s). Players who disregard this direcƟon, and disappear‐off, or 

who are unable to comply, will potenƟally default their matches. The only excepƟon 

is documented conflict resoluƟon issues that go through our Conflict ResoluƟon 

StaƟon (CRS) in advance. It is the players’ responsibility to think, look, and act on 

any potenƟal conflicts BEFORE they occur – by going to the CRS with ample Ɵme, in 

advance. Tournament OperaƟons relies heavily upon you complying with this in 

order for matches to be scheduled on Ɵme, played on Ɵme, and concluded on Ɵme.  

Likewise, if a match starts and one of the group players does not show up on Ɵme, 

the remaining players in the group shall proceed with the remaining matches in 

the established play order, and the match that the absent player missed will be 

recorded as a default to that match, only (not the enƟre event) – no excepƟons.

Open Sandpaper SE and U1700 Sandpaper RR: The same rules as Hardbat (see below) will apply 

except the equipment will be a wooden blade with a sandpaper only cover on the playing sur‐

face. 38mm balls will be used. All matches will be 2 out of 3 games, each game to 21 points. 

Eligibility and seeding for the Sandpaper Open SE event and the U1700 Sandpaper RR event will 

be determined by the player's Sandpaper RaƟng at the seeding cutoff date: June 15, 2024. 

Hardbat and Sandpaper Events Rules: Hardbat rules, as adopted by the USATT Classic Table 

Tennis CommiƩee, will be used for all Hardbat and Sandpaper events. All rules and all current 

raƟngs (Hardbat, Sandpaper, Wood) are only available at hƩps://icƪ.co/rankings. For all Hard‐

bat and Sandpaper events, round robin groups will be formed in groups of up to five (5) players 

per group. As in all events, a quesƟon of racket legality is the decision of the Tournament Refer‐

ee. Rackets complying with all requirements of the rules for Hardbat rackets shall be legal. 

These events do not count for USATT raƟngs points. Both eligibility and seeding for the Hardbat 

events will be determined by the player's Hardbat raƟng at the seeding cutoff date: June 15, 

2024. If there are insufficient entries in the U‐1700 Hardbat event, parƟcipants registered for 

that event will be automaƟcally entered in the U‐2000 Hardbat event. All Hardbat matches will 

be played to 21‐point games. All matches will be the best of 3 games. Balls: NiƩaku Premium 

40+ (White).  

Para Events: If there are only two entrants in a Para class for a singles event, the tournament 

director may elect to combine classes. For example, if there are only two entrants in Para Class 

1 ‐ 2 Singles, the tournament director may create Para Class 1 ‐ 5 Singles event. 

 

WITHDRAWALS ‐ REFUNDS  

FOR PARTICIPANTS ELECTING THE FLAT FEE PAYMENT STRUCTURE: A $75 processing fee will 

be charged to any parƟcipant who withdraws from the tournament prior to May 31, 2024.  

There will be NO REFUNDS given aŌer this date except for injured players with a signed doctor’s 

note.
